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¥ 3 RFIFF#ER Cultivating English Language Environment on Campus

To make English learning more authentic and engaging, our school has implemented a new
curriculum — Language Arts in English (LAE) in junior forms for two academic years. This subject
aims at allowing students to use the language to read, write and perform creatively while exploring the
fun in English. By exploring plots, characters and themes, students will gain greater exposure to the
culture and the language. We also adopt drama-based learning in the curriculum. Students are taught
to put themselves in the shoes of the characters to understand their feelings and thoughts in the process.
This also trains students to be more empathetic and understanding.

It has always been our hope to raise students’ learning capabilities through external competitions.
This year, we have achieved outstanding results in numerous territory-wide competitions. In the "21st
Century Cup™ National English Speaking Competition and the HKFY G Public Speaking Competition
2024, two and three students have been shortlisted for the Semi-finals and District Finals respectively.
Students in our English Drama Club took home the 1st Prize trophy of the Secondary School Section
in the Speak Up — Act Out Drama Competition 2023/24. Furthermore, our students won the First Place
of Dramatic Duologue (Secondary 1 and 2) in the 75th Hong Kong Schools Speech Festival. Our
school will continue to stretch students’ potential and extend their exposure in the coming years.

To strengthen the language environment on campus, our school’s English Society has created
different platforms for students to show their talents and use English. This year, ten students are chosen
from each class in junior forms to compete in an inter-class English competition. The competition tests
students' spelling, speed and knowledge. The marks they gain for the class goes to the QM Cup, which
contributes to the whole year score accumulation. Besides, 17 selected students from JS1 to JS2
participated in the QEF Reading Project — Empowering Hong Kong STEM secondary students' reading
abilities through a school-based reciprocal reading programme and an online learning platform, hosted
by the City University of Hong Kong. This 15-hour project aimed to improve the English reading skills
of our students through a reciprocal reading program and online learning platform. Its goal was to
implement a teaching programme to enhance students’ metacognitive skills in reading academic texts
via an interactive teaching style. For senior forms, our school has organized the SS1 Inter-class
Debating Competition. Each class in SS1 formed a debate team of four students to compete against
other classes on the motion "Travel for leisure does more good than harm to the destination.” This
experience in English debate has widened students' horizon and exposure in English learning.

To add to these achievements, our English Department will continue to explore and develop
learning and teaching strategies which prepare students to face with the 21st century world. We
continue to collaborate with the University of Science and Technology in the QEF project named "Al-
Assisted Virtual Reality English Speaking Program for Secondary Students" to help develop a self-
directed learning tool for students to hone speaking skills. Not only do we keep ourselves up-to-date
with the educational trends, but also put emphasis on students' exposure through our curriculum design,
Life-wide Learning Activities, including Drama Club, Public Speaking Team and English Society, and
also study tours to English Speaking countries to build students' confidence in their English learning
journey.
